Minutes and Actions

NHS Checks

Jay continues to liaise with Dr Paulette Myers.

Service Update

The CCG still have a few contracts outstanding, which were due to arrive 31st May. All contracts to be returned to Alison Simmons.
Medicines Management

The meeting was reminded of the recent change in schedule of Tramadol, incorrectly produced Rxs (typed, in excess of 28 days) had been received from some GPs. Surgeries have now been sent guidance and EMIST is thought to have been updated and producing warnings. 

Asthma Group

Jyoti also sits on the group and. She suggested techs be trained to conduct ACT tests prior to a pharmacist-lead MURs. CPPE are currently training on inhaler technique, as sessions have been over-subscribed she plans more seminars in the autumn. 

Discussion followed on ACTs, inhaler technique and screening for step-down as detailed in the document “Why asthma still kills” circulated by Bob Saunders. Asthma care is a priority area for the CCG and pharmacy staff are ideally placed to deliver interventions to optimize asthma medications and help prevent exacerbations.

CPPE are also running courses in Consultation skills.

EPS

Smartcard expiry – thought to be largely a problem for staff.

Contractors reported problems with spine outages:

Rxs cannot be uploaded;

previously uploaded Rxs cannot be downloaded in the pharmacy;

sugeries are reluctant to recall Rxs or provide an alternative voucher;

pharmacies can retrieve Rxs, but this is time-consuming - a long ID code is required for ISPs to begin a trace, can take hours to retrieve;

Patients can be inconvenienced, to the point of running out of medication.

Action: contact Paul Gnosill - training and contingencies could be covered at sign off, pre-Go Live meetings, bring to LMC meeting.
It was pointed out CQC have powers to bring allegations of neglect if care home patients are without medication.
