Discussion on changes to LPC constitution

PNA – feedback from the consultation has been incorporated and the document will be presented to the HWB on Monday next. Hema and Jayesh will support. LPC were thanked for their participation in the production of the PNA.

Jyoti’s report

*CCG have issued guidance on avoiding delivery errors and 
*a draft document on direction of prescriptions, feedback by end January. Discussion followed on possible anomalies of informed consent reported within the community pharmacy setting compared with arrangements for DNs and within 2o care; where patients are sometimes enrolled for third party services eg appliance and nutritional supplies.
*a surgery have raised an issue around weekly-day Rxs. The group felt there were cases where their use is justified, eg when vulnerable unstable patients receive a weekly delivery. 

Pharmacists should always carry out an assessment under the Equality Act 2010 when compliance packs are requested and provide a copy to the patient’s GP. Education for surgery staff who are not familiar with the EA Act recommended. There are many grey areas eg. carers requesting compliance packs – indicating poor staff training by agencies.

Action: check CQC advice
Patient Alerts

Diclofenac – extensive MHRA recall of OTC brands
Toxicity of Potassium Permanganate when swallowed.

Medicines Incentive Scheme

Respiratory is a priority area, Jyoti would encourage pharmacists to perform ACTs as part of a repiratory MUR and share results with the patients’ practice. 

A training event is still possible, it was felt a joint event with GPs would help build relationships.

Service Update

NHS Healthchecks – as above

Discharge sub-group – no report
‘Flu – the CO gave a view on the ‘flu pilot.  To end 2014 Walsall contractors had delivered 587 vaccinations, 6.8% of the total across the area – 8600. This figure may be too low to ensure the service is re-commissioned but GP totals have shown improvements overall this season.
Action: prepare case for meeting with commissioners, January 27th
