Chairman’s Report

WLPC Chair, Jayesh Patel, gave a brief report of the activities undertaken throughout the year.

WLPC accounts 
The accounts had been circulated and unanimously accepted by committee members. CCG Update 
Jyoti tabled benchmarking on anti-bacterial prescribing. Walsall’s figures are amongst the highest nationally and plans are in place to reduce levels, initially by 10%; action plan, practice pharmacists, individual target for practices, supported by a media campaign.

The LPC committee requested greater and earlier involvement in CCG commissioned services and strategic planning. Closer engagement has been suggested in the past but never materialised. Recent CCG proposals threaten significant impact on sustainability of pharmacy services and by extension to patients. The group acknowledge their positive relationship with CCG colleagues who communicate CCG plans to the committee and the opportunity for the LPC rep(s) to comment at MM meetings. However LPC do not feel they had a genuine opportunity to put their point of view early enough to influence the process. Jyoti agreed to take this back to CCG colleagues for consideration.
