Palliative care services in Birmingham under urgent AT review with no action expected till the autumn.
CCG & Medicines Management Update 
NHS-E announced national funding for Pharmacists to work in practices. The details will require clarification. Jyoti was asked whether there would be implications in the borough as most practices already have access to a pharmacist from Bharat’s team.
Jyoti outlined an intention to run a six-month pilot to provide one central supply of commonly-used dressings for DN use to counteract a number of problems – cost, non-formulary, waste (none of these originate from pharmacy supplies). After discussion Jyoti assured the group the scheme has yet to be approved but as soon as a list of products is agreed it can be circulated to community pharmacists to allow them to run down their considerable stocks.
