PSNC report: Jas gave a brief report of the progress of the Judicial Review sought by PSNC – LPCs had given full support. NPA have initiated separate proceedings.

Jay took the Chair and started a round of introductions, welcoming our guests and prospective new members.
The meeting commenced promptly with a review of the minutes and actions from January:
· The first payment had been made to CPWM and posted to Tom Wedgbury,
· Newsletter had included diabetic audit, update expected from LPN,
· PharmOutcomes referral system between 20 care and community pharmacy - well received,
· IMPACT updates received, thanks,
· SCR programme nearing completion, update pending from NHSDigital,
· Training events promoted on websites (http://psnc.org.uk/walsall-lpc/ and http://psnc.org.uk/cp-west-midlands/) and in newsletters.

Regarding LPC membership, Sukhy has served previously and was welcomed as an independent member. Confidentiality documents and a ”new member” pack were provided to her. We await confirmation from CCA on nomination of Rajinder Ram, Lloyds Pharmacy, Anchor Meadow, Aldridge.

Paul Gnosill introduced a new national iniative - Universal Capabilities. LMC had enjoyed a presentation, a full description of the programme has been placed in the DropBox and the Walsall website.

Walsall CCG have adopted the 5 of the 10 sub-modules, these 2 are relevant to community pharmacy practice:

· Increasing utilisation of EPS >> 80% (currently around 60%) and

· Promoting eRD >> 100%

The group discussed the implications and likely success of these aspirations
· including impact on hospital referral into the community, 
· incorporating common items and eCDs not currently sent via EPS into regular traffic, 

· benefits of EPS & eRD to those sugeries trying to restrict pharmacies collecting repeats to specfic times as reported to LPC by contractors near Pinfold – share with Paul. √
Hema offered to support by raising awareness with practice pharmacist colleagues.

HLP framework is available on PharmOutcomes in Walsall and contractors are able to check their compliance with the criteria and track their progress towards accreditation.Training session have been offered and are bookable from both websites mentioned above.
LCS
All locally commissioned SLAs finish on 31st March.

New SLAs for supervised methadone and needle exchange have been circulated to current providers. Others may enquire of Lisa Buckley whether their pharmacy fits the chosen geographical criteria;

The CCG will continue to commission Palliative Care and Care Home services;

An EHC service will continue, probably at reduced fee. The commissioning arrangements are yet to be finalised;

Pharmacy First and NHS Healthchecks are under review.

The platform provides an interface which is not currently available with 20 care and a method of referring to community pharmacy, payment for relevant services, messaging at a cost of around £4000 per hospital, slightly less if purchased as a group within the Black cOuntry STP area.

Hub for repeat prescriptions? Simialr sustems are in use in Coventry and Dudley.

GP incentive scheme scaled down. Little change to other workstreams (practice spend, use of nitrofurantoin and trimethoprim, Scriptwswitch, monitoring).

Discussion on  SLAs for supervised methadone and needle exchange followed. Closing date for EoI 28th February. Training is provided one-to-one by Hema; staff changes, knowledge gap etc do not necessarily exclude contractors from providing the service.
